Several other exhibits are planned as 

well, mostly on the tarmac, from vintage 

cars and remote- controlled planes to a 

search-and-rescue helicopter and a K-9 

demonstration. 

Another highlight is the huge model train 

exhibit put on by the H.B. Plant Railroad 

Historical Society.

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Making Cents  

Overlooked Expenses that Ruin Your Budget 

Weôve discussed the importance of 

good and honest budgeting in prior 

issues.  Drafting a budget is only half 

the battle if you want to keep your 

spending in check. 

Following rules is the other half ð and 

that can be challenging if you 

underestimate expenses or forget to 

incorporate a few important pieces of 

the puzzle into your spending plan. 

Here are some commonly overlooked 

expenses that can cause you to throw in 

the towel on your budget each month: 

Auto Repairs and Maintenance:

And, sometimes, those needs arenôt as 

cheap as you think. So donôt forget to 

factor in the costs of routine care as  

well as doctor visits. 

Regular Monthly Fees: Are you 

responsible for obligations payable 

quarterly, semiannually or annually? If 

so, itôs best to divide the total by 12 to 

get the monthly amount. Then, store 

the funds away so you wonôt be caught 

off-guard. Examples of such expenses 

include homeowner association fees, 

alarm company fees and subscription 

dues. If your HOA fee is $300 

quarterly, $100 should automatically be 

set aside each month to take care of the 

expense when it arises. 

Special Events: Your lifelong friend 

has decided to tie the knot next month, 

or your childôs friend from school is 

having a birthday party. Do you have 

the funds on hand to cover the travel 

costs or go out and purchase a gift? If 

not, you may have to borrow to make it 

happen. Or, you can respectfully 

decline to attend. 

Health Insurance: Monthly premiums 

for health insurance can be expensive, 

and thatôs before co-pays and 

deductibles. To cover these costs, you 

can either go into debt and pay interest, 

or plan ahead and have money set 

aside. 

Service Calls: The water heater can 

suddenly die, or your air conditioning 

may go on the fritz. That happened to 

me last summer and it costs almost 

$2,000!! So make sure you tuck away
