Get Out of Debt in 2018 

Keeping New Yearôs resolutions is 

often a challenge. In fact, some of us 

joke ruefully about how quickly weôll 

stop getting up for that 6 a.m. workout, 

or how soon weôll ditch the patch in 

favor of a fresh pack of Marlboros. 

Of all resolutions, gaining financial 

ground is one of the most commonly 

broken, especially if debt is nipping at 

your heels. 

Make 2018 the year you keep that get-

out-of-debt resolution. Following these 

three simple steps will get you out of 

debt, and onto solid financial footing. 

1. List what you owe 

 

List every outstanding balance, and, if 

applicable, every interest rate, 

including: 

 

Mortgages 

Student loans 

Credit card balances 

Auto loans 

Any other place you owe money 

2. Decide which debt to slash first ð 

and focus on it 

 

Some experts recommend going after 

the one with the lowest balance first, 

because itôs easiest to get rid of. The 

act of quickly paying off one entire 

balance can provide helpful motivation 

to pay off additional debts. 

Alternately, you can aim for the debt 

with the highest interest rate. In some 

cases, the circumstances surrounding 

the debt will determine which 

obligation you should tackle first. For 

instance, if youôve borrowed against 

your retirement plan and feel your job 

is at risk, pay that debt down first. If 

you lose your job, youôll have to repay 

the debt relatively quickly or risk 

having it termed a ñwithdrawal,ò which 

comes with a huge tax bill. 

Also, even if your student loan rates are 

higher than your credit card rates, pay 

down the cards first. Doing so frees up 

credit for future emergencies such as 

car repair and medical treatment. By 

contrast, money paid toward an 

educational loan does not free up 

credit. 

Once you have determined which debt 

to target first, do so with laser focus. 

After youôve met your basic expenses 

for the month, make the minimum 

payments on other obligations and 

throw as much cash as possible at the 

targeted debt. 

Youôll want to pare expenses way 

down. Every dollar you donôt spend 

needlessly is a dollar that will help 

clear your financial debt.  

If you own a home, start by refinancing 

if your current interest rate is over 5%.  

While interest rates are on the rise, they 

are still below 5%. These historic low 

rates will not be the case for much

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If you are more than five years into 

your current mortgage, consider 

refinancing it to a 15 year mortgage. 

Interest rates can be 1% lower on a 15 

year mortgage versus a 30 year 

mortgage, plus you wonôt start the 

clock over again by getting another 30 

year loan. 

Not sure how to cut costs? Start by 

tracking them. There are many free 

services out there to help track 

spending. It will tell you where your 

dollars are going. Such knowledge can 

be a real eye-opener. Do you really 

need to spend $50 per month on 

Starbucks, or can that money go 

towards paying down debt? 

3. óSnowballô your remaining debts 

Once youôve paid off a debt, you can 

ñsnowballò it ð that is, direct all the 

money you had been paying each 

month on that debt to the next 

obligation on your list. Again, make 

minimum payments on all the other 

debts while you focus on paying off 

one debt quickly. 

Donôt just kill these debts, though. 

Write their obituaries. Post reminders 

of paid-off debts where youôll see them 

ï such as the bathroom mirror or on the 

fridge.  

Highlighting the zero balance with 

yellow or pink marker drives home the 

point: ñI have paid down X dollars ð 

look how much closer I am to my 

goal!ò 

It can give you some much needed 

motivation to kick those spending 

habits.   

Keep your eyes on the prize 

Momentum matters, but donôt be 

surprised if your anti-debt resolve 

wavers a little now and then. 

Think about the last diet or exercise 

regimen you tried. At first you felt 

confident, strong and happy to be 

taking charge of your health. After a 

while, though, you really wanted to 

sleep in or to go out for burgers and 

fries. Thatôs natural. Find that it helps 

to give yourself a little reward each 

time a debt is paid off.  Maybe buy 

yourself a new outfit or treat yourself to 

a nice dinner out.  Make sure you pay 

for it in cash and do not rack up any 

new debt. 

Itôs also fatal to any kind of progress. If 

you want this to be the year you take 

charge of your money, remember two 

things: 

You didnôt get into debt overnight. 

It takes time to whittle it down. 

Try not to wallow in regret. Wishing 

you hadnôt spent all that money doesnôt 

do much good. Instead, focus on the 

progress you make. Snowball those 

debts. Write their obits. And stay away 

from the Marlboros and Starbucks.

Plantation on Crystal 

Riveréa Central Florida 

Gulf Coast Jewel

When one thinks of visiting the Central 

Florida Gulf Coast, images of crystal 

clear springs, verdant green golf 

courses, manatees and great saltwater 

fishing generally come to mind. 

Plantation on Crystal River offers all of 

that and more.  

Plantation on Crystal River is a hidden 

treasure nestled in a magnificent setting 

on 232 beautiful acres overlooking the 

pristine Crystal River.  The Plantation 

is a distinctive alternative to the 

everyday. Here, youôll find spacious 

rooms, suites and golf villas with river 

views, as well as activities and 

amenities capable of satisfying both a 

childôs need for fun and your desire for 

relaxation. Many words have been used 

to describe the Plantation on Crystal 

River experience: welcoming, scenic, 

pampered, historic, ideal southern 

hospitality mixed in with great fishing 

and aquatic fun for the whole family.

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Swimming with these gentle giants 

should be on everyoneôs bucket list. The 

best time of the year to view the 

manatees is December through early 

March, or whenever the Gulf of Mexico 

drops below 70 degrees. Manatees are 

cold intolerant and seek out the springs 

for their constant 72 degree water 

temperature. 

The resort has an on-site dive shop that 

offers guided tours year round. They 

provide all of the equipment and training 

that is necessary for an experience of a 

lifetime.  On our most recent tour, there 

were visitors from all over the country 

and as far away as Europe as well.  If 

you are hesitant about getting in the 

water and swimming and snorkeling with 

the manatees, you can always take the 

daily one-hour scenic river cruise where 

you will also have a chance to view the 

manatees.   

No matter what time of the year you 

visit, there is something to do.  If you 

visit July 1 through September 24, you 

can take a scalloping tour. If you have 

never scalloped before, it is quite easy.  

You simply float along the surface or 

gently swim over the Gulf of Mexicoôs 

expansive grass flats in four to six feet of 

water. When you see the vibrant blue 

"eyes" or the bay scallop's well-

recognized shell shape, hold your breath, 

take a shallow dive down, place either 

your hand or small dip net behind or 

under the scallop, and gently place it in 

your mesh bag. 

The 50-year old Plantation Resort has 

been hosting divers and scallopers for 

years. The easy access to Crystal River's 

Kings Bay and springs allows boats to  

  

take visitors for tours of all kinds ï 

dive trips, manatee swims, and 

scalloping tours. The Plantation 

Scalloping Packages include a two-

night stay with breakfast, guided 

scalloping trip, 1 dinner where the 

restaurant, West 82 Grill will cook 

your scallop catch. 

Nightly rates run from $109 to $220 

per night depending on the season and 

day of the week. There is also a resort 

fee of $14 per night, which includes 

services and activities meant to give 

you, your family and friends multiple 

ways to enjoy your time at the resort.  

Some of the activities include:  WiFi  

beach shuttle, beach chairs, umbrellas, 

towels, Free play on the 9 hole golf 

course, driving range, outdoor heated 

lagoon pool, hot tub. fitness center, 

tennis, pickle-ball sand volleyball, 

horseshoes, croquet, shuffleboard, 

corn-hole, Sea Wall slip for boat 

(based on availability), live 

entertainment (seasonal) and an on 

site Activities Director.
