Chilling Out at the Mellow Mushroom

When it comes to pizza, we can all 

name popular pizza chains such as 

Papa Johnôs, Dominoôs, and Pizza 

Hut. Yet there is a pizza place that I 

came to discover recently that I 

really enjoyed, a pizza place called 

the Mellow Mushroom in Lakeland. 

Before visiting their Lakeland 

location, I had never heard of the 

Mellow Mushroom, but theyôve 

been around since 1974, with their 

first location opening in Atlanta. 

With each of their over 180 stores 

spanning 21 states possessing a 

unique and individual look, you can 

be sure to walk into each Mellow 

Mushroom seeing a different 

interior (and even exterior) than the 

last store. Despite each location 

looking different, they all serve the 

same, mouth-watering pizza!  

My favorite pie at the Mellow 

Mushroom is their Red Skin Potato 

Pie, which has an olive oil and 

garlic base, with sliced roasted red 

potatoes, Applewood smoked 

bacon, caramelized onions, and 

cheddar and mozzarella cheeses. Itôs 

garnished with chives and drizzled 

with sour cream and spicy ranch 

dressing. It was like eating a baked 

potato on a pizza; Iôve never had a 

pizza like that before and it was 

well worth the extra weight gained 

 

around my waist! I also tried their 

Holy Shiitake Pie, which has an 

olive oil and garlic base and is 

topped with Shiitake, button, and 

Portobello mushrooms, caramelized 

onions, and mozzarella and 

MontAmor® cheeses. Itôs drizzled 

with garlic aioli and black truffle 

oil, and garnished with fresh chives 

and shaved Parmesan. While I donôt 

particularly care for mushrooms, 

this pizza was creamy and 

delicious! But there is more than 

just pizza at the Mellow Mushroom; 

they also serve appetizers such as 

bruschetta, as well as hoagies, 

calzones, salads, and even a vegan 

pizza for those who are vegan.  

The Mellow Mushroom also has a 

full liquor bar, where you can get 

yourself a craft, local, regional, or 

international beer as well as a 

cocktail. Upon arriving, be sure to 

take a selfie with the Bumblebee 

transformer statue outside their  
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building!

It's very important to understand what 

the levels of SPF mean. Multiply the 

number of minutes it takes for your skin 

to get pink in the sun by the level of SPF 

you are using. For example, if you 

redden in 10 minutes and apply a SPF, 

then that's 150 minutes or 2 1/2 hours of 

protection.  

In addition to that, a sunscreen with an 

SPF 15 blocks about 94 percent of the 

sunôs dangerous rays. SPF 30 products  

block about 97 percent of such rays, 

and SPF 45 sunscreen shields against 

about 98 percent of rays.  

Be sure to reapply every 2 hours as 

sweating, touching skin and water will 

remove sunscreen. Also, look for 

waterproof or water resistant 

sunscreens. 

More brands in recent years have 

broad-spectrum or multi-spectrum 

protection, such as Mary Kay 

sunsceen, meaning they protect 

against UVA and UVB rays. 

Not surprisingly, UV rays are 

strongest during the spring and 

summer and are most intense between 

10:00 am and 4:00 pm but you can 

still damage your skin any time of the 

year and in any climate.

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Making Cents  

Is Life Insurance Necessary? 

Auto, homeowners and health 

insurance: necessary. But what about 

life insurance? Here are seven things 

everyone should know. 

Life insurance is one of the least 

understood of major expenses. Many 

people buy it when they donôt need it. 

Just as many need it and donôt buy it. 

You need life insurance if those 

depending on your income would 

suffer financially from your death. The 

most obvious example is when you 

have kids, debt and a one-earner 

household, because the death of the 

breadwinner would be financially 

devastating. 

When youôve paid off the house, the 

kids are gone, the savings account is 

topped off, and your death is just an 

excuse for your remaining friends to 

get together and have a drink, your 

need for life insurance is over. 

Of course, there are those between 

these two extremes. For example, 

because someone has no dependents, 

they probably doesnôt need life 

insurance. But they may have an 

awesome home they want to leave 

debt-free to their sister. If that home 

has a mortgage, they may choose to get 

enough insurance to pay it off. 

Another situation where life insurance 

can come in handy is when you have a 

big estate. In 2016, you can leave an 

estate of $5.45 million per individual,  

$10.9 million per married couple, 

without owing any federal estate tax. 

Amounts above that exemption are 

taxed at a maximum rate of 40 percent. 

Some people use life insurance to pay 

that tax bill. 

For most of us, however, the need for 

life insurance is easy to gauge. Simply 

ask yourself who would suffer 

financially by your death, and how 

badly. If itôs bad enough to justify 

paying premiums, start shopping. 

Hereôs how to do it right: 

1. Compare: Many sites 

have insurance search tools that can 

help you compare quotes and features. 

But remember that no online insurance 

search engine includes all companies, 

and many only include companies that 

pay to be represented. So donôt expect 

online search tools to be either 

complete or completely objective. 

If youôre seriously shopping, greater 

due diligence is in order. Check several 

search sites and beat the local bushes as 

well. 

2. Buy term:  There are two basic 

types of life insurance: 

Permanent, or whole life: As the 

name implies, these policies offer a 

lifetime of coverage. They also 

combine a savings account and life 

insurance contract, allowing you to tap 

the savings component, known as cash 

value, should the need arise.

Term insurance: This insurance has no 

cash value and covers you for a specific 

term, from one year to 20 or more. If 

you die during that term, your 

beneficiaries get a check. If not, youôre 

out the premiums. 

Because permanent insurance will 

ultimately pay and features a built-in 

savings account, it sounds like the way 

to go. But most people should buy term. 

The reason is simple: Itôs cheaper. 

Unless you have a big estate, you donôt 

need insurance forever. You need it 

when youôre young, in debt and raising 

a family. You donôt when youôre older 

and no longer have people depending 

on your income. 

3. Donôt buy more than you need: 

Depending on an online calculator to 

determine how much life insurance you 

need is a bad idea. 

Better idea? Figure out what your death 

would mean financially to your family 

and determine their needs, both short 

term (paying for your funeral) and long 

term (paying off the mortgage, college 

costs, etc.). When youôve arrived at an 

estimate, subtract the money you have 

now or can expect from Social Security 

or work-related policies, then cover the 

shortfall with insurance. 

4.  Choose a Trusted Agent: 

Look for expert help in making this 

decision. Sure, youôll have to pay for 

the adviserôs time, but youôll more than 

offset the cost with less expensive 

insurance and peace of mind. Most 

agents receive their compensation from 

commission. 

5. Avoid guaranteed issue (if you 

can): Ever see a TV commercial - 

usually directed at older folks -

 offering insurance with no medical 

exam and insisting ñyou canôt be 

turned downò? Thatôs guaranteed-

issue life insurance. Avoiding a 

physical sounds convenient, but youôll 

probably get a better deal by 

submitting to one, even if youôre not 

in the best of health. If you know for a 

fact that youôre uninsurable, you may 

not have a choice. But if you have 

alternatives, explore them first. 

6. Stay on top of it : While health 

problems will make your insurance 

more expensive, getting healthier can 

mean savings. If you quit smoking, 

lose weight or make other life changes 

that lower the risk for the insurance 

company, donôt be afraid to contact 

them and ask for a reconsideration. 

But be prepared to provide proof, 

such as an extensive medical history, 

to get a lower rate. Health isnôt the 

only thing that can lead to changes in 

your policy and premium. Have a new 

baby? You might need more 

insurance. Periodically re-evaluate 

your coverage needs and costs. 

7. Should you Insure Kids: Kids are 

the healthiest they will be in life. For 

this reason, insurance is the cheapest. 

If they should later develop a health 

condition that renders them 

uninsurable, at least theyôll have some 

coverage. You can easily add children 

onto an adult policy. 

Bottom line? You donôt have to be an 

expert to know whether you need life 

insurance. You just need to think 

about what would happen if a 

paycheck suddenly vanishes.
